WRPD became the owners of Annin Park.
Due to the High Speed Rail needing to acquire land from Sunny Gem located to the East of Annin Park; Sunny Gem and WRPD
began a two year conversation with the state of California (OGALS) to release Annin to be traded for another parcel of land
next to Dr. Forrest Elementary School.

The District has been looking for ways to rebuild and improve Annin Park.  The Park has inherent issues of vandalism and abuse.
